	2. If the applicant appeals against Council’s decision, objector(s) will be given a notice of the appeal and the objector(s) can apply to the Land and Environment Court within 28 days after the date of this appeal notice to attend the appeal and make submissions at that appeal.


	3. An appeal to the Land and Environment Court is made by lodging an application to the Court in accordance with the Rules of the Court.

 ATTACHMENT 1: CONDITIONS OF CONSENT


GENERAL

1	The development must be implemented substantially in accordance with the plan numbered D646-V4-009, Revision C drawn by Whelans Insights and dated 05/09/2013, and stamped approved by Council, the application form and any supporting information received with the application, except as may be amended in red on the attached plans and by the following conditions.

2	The development is required to comply with the requirements of the NSW Rural Service dated 2 July 2013 which includes the following requirement:-

· At the issue of subdivision certificate the entire property of Lot VC2 as marked on the Lend Lease Existing Conditions Plan dated 5/6/2013 shall be managed as an outer protection area (OPA) as outlined within section 4.1.3 and

· Appendix 5 of 'Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2006' and the NSW Rural Fire Service's document 'Standards for asset protection zones' until the Lot is further developed.

3.	A Section 73 Compliance Certificate under the Sydney Water Act 1994 shall be obtained from Sydney Water. The application must be made through an authorised Water Servicing Coordinator. Please refer to “Your Business” section of Sydney Water's website at www.sydneywater.com.au then the “e-developer” icon, or telephone 13 20 92.

The Section 73 Compliance Certificate must be submitted to the Principal Certifying Authority prior to the issue of a Subdivision Certificate.
LANDSCAPING

4	No trees are to be removed, ringbarked, cut, topped or lopped or wilfully destroyed without the prior consent of Penrith City Council and in accordance with Council's Tree Preservation Order and Policy.

SUBDIVISION (GENERAL)

5	Submission of the original Linen Plan and ten (10) copies. The Linen Plan must indicate that:

(a)	"It is intended to dedicate all new roads to the public as road"

All drainage easements, rights of way, restrictions and covenants are to be included on the linen plan. 

All dedications of roads/drainage are to be undertaken at no cost to Penrith City Council.

The following information is to be shown on one (1) copy of the plan.

	The location of all buildings and/or other permanent improvements shall comply with any statutory boundary clearances or setbacks as defined by the Building Code of Australia and Council's resolutions.
	All existing services are wholly contained within the lot served and/or covered by an appropriate easement.

CERTIFICATION

6	A Subdivision Certificate is to be obtained prior to the release of the linen plan of subdivision. The Subdivision Certificate will not be issued if any of the conditions in this consent are outstanding.
